Memorable story about flying, either  training or  
otherwise, that comes to mind:  
 
   Ice over the Berkshires. Flying 6 local executives in an 
Aztec IFR at night from Albany. The forecast didn’ t include 
icing. Upon departure and into clouds, the sound of ice 
breaking off and hitting the fuselage was loud and clear. 
Even with de icing equipment, boots on the leading edge, 
prop de icing, electric heater on the windshield. Of course, 
we were over the Berkshires by this time. We knew 2 
minutes ago we were fine and didn’ t think we’d make the 
climb out of icing as it was accumulating fast. We called 



Albany to return back. By then it was below freezing at 
KALB and the ILS wasn’ t fully operable.  
We stayed the night in Albany, only to return the next day to 
CAVU. 
 
Louise Sacchi – Employed and flew with her. She had over 
340 ocean flights over the Atlantic and Pacific, in single and 
multi engines. Look her up online for incredible information 
about this remarkable lady and author of “Ocean Flying” . 
One night in Goose Bay, Rick broke one of her rules, 
“Always chock the plane” . She was there and, of course, 
noticed he hadn’ t chocked the plane he was ferrying across 
the Atlantic. She joked with him and said, ”You never know 
when Mother is watching” .

Famous Flights with famous people or places: 
   Edward Teller, Helped develop the Atom bomb to end 
World War 2 and the Hydrogen Bomb. He was a man who 
certainly made a difference in the world. Rick had to make a 
set of stairs for the Aztec as Mr. Teller was old and had 
trouble with stairs.

Rick owns Bullock Corporate Hangar and Executive Air 
Center out of KFIT. They have a Lear 35 and a Lear 45 
that’s used to charter flights. Is there another 45 coming 
soon?
